North Smithfield Revaluation Begins
The Town of North Smithfield is preparing to visit and inspect all improved properties in the Town as part of the 2012 Revaluation Project.  The state of Rhode Island mandates that Cities and Towns revalue all property every three years, (RIGL 44-5-11.6).  The Town has hired Appraisal Resource Revaluation Group, LLC, a municipal revaluation vendor located in Warwick, RI to assist with the project.  
Inspectors from Appraisal Resource will have identification badges, and their automobiles will be registered with the Police Department.  Inspectors will introduce themselves when they visit a property, and request permission to enter the property to check information such as room counts and finished basements.  If no one is home at the time, the inspector will measure the exterior of the property, and then at a later date, the property owner will receive a letter requesting that they make an appointment for the interior inspection.  It is important to note that no valuation decisions are made at the time of inspection.
